The Exeloo III unit will be lowered into the 
building in through the roof opening before installing a new 
matching roof.

THE INSIDE WORD ON 
DEVELOPMENTS IN THE FACTORY

Over the last twelve years, Exeloo has installed almost 600 
public toilet units throughout Australia and New Zealand and, 
more recently, some units have been installed in the USA. 
The experience we have from these installations results in a 
number of requests for new specialised products that will fit a 
particular market or requirement so our development team is 
constantly working on new products or improvements to our 
existing range.
Components - In our 
specialised components, we have 
now developed our recessed wall 
mounted sensor operated basin in 
pressed stainless steel and have 
gone on to develop additional 
complimentary products that can 
be sold independently including 
a recessed stainless steel soap 
dispenser and a smaller recessed 
sensor basin for confined spaces.
We are now producing our electronic paper dispenser in 
stainless steel to improve its resilience to vandalism and other 
damage.
Control System - In our control 
systems, we have completed the 
development of a comprehensive 
remote monitoring system and 
the inclusion of a number of 
additional voice messages to assist 
the user of the facility. We have 
also developed a new PC board 
controller for our manual range of 
toilet units which includes automatic 
lock up and unlock functions at 
preset times and a much wider range of voice messages.
Expanded Model Range - For 
many years, our Exeloo III unit has 
been our mainstay product along 
with our Galaxy unit for more high 
profile locations but some exciting new 
products are now available. We have 
developed the Eurokit unit which 
can be dismantled and reassembled 
inside an existing building. We have 
prepared for the potential introduction 
of the new disabled code AS 
1428.1-2005 and its increased size 
requirements by developing our Titan 
unit which meets all of the new draft 
requirements. We have introduced an 
aluminum framed Orbit model offering the same features as 
the stainless steel framed Galaxy at a lower cost.
With our ever expanding customer base, we are confident 
that many local authorities are now able to see the benefits 
that can be obtained from our extensive experience and 
product development work and we look forward to continuing 
to increase our production capabilities to meet the demand.
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
